Tom Wood ford  had  been 
out a t Fig  Tree Lake and  had  his own resc ue issues a fter Ann Marie went 
over board  from the front of the boa t.

Tom observed  a  Corsa ir d inghy with four peop le on board  tha t was 
having a  lot of d if• c ulty bea ting  bac k into the storm from the Ranger Sta -
tion. With Gunny b ring ing in the last of the Arrows, Brownie was searc hing 
for the Corsa ir and  was shortly •oined  by Gunny before da rkness fell. We 
were having some rad io issues and  had  c onc erns for fuel level in Brownie. 
Brownie c ame bac k to shore about 6.30pm, word  was rec eived  tha t the 
Corsa ir was sa fe a t Elanda  Point. Gunny c ould  not be ra ised , and  further 
c onc erns of fuel and  sa fety were rising . Kab i was launc hed  and  shortly 
a fter Gunny returned  to the beac h. All sa fe. The storm had  whipped  up  
waves to a  height tha t made the Arrows into ha lf submarines, the dec k 
and  tramp regula rly awash. John Dowling  in Brownie reported  tha t you 

c ould  not stop  d riving  a round  the waves for a  
swamping was imminent.
